Licensed/registered early learning and development programs and family homes can visit the Great Start to Quality website and verify that your correct information is in the system. The first time you enter the system, you will be prompted to verify some information about your program. Then you will be directed to a Welcome Page containing information on Great Start to Quality. 





November ‘11- Quality Rating Self-Assessment Survey (SAS) will go live in the system. At this time providers are encouraged to complete the SAS. This survey will guide you through a series of simple questions to assess how well your program matches the Great Start to Quality standards, and to provide you with a preliminary Star Level rating. 





December ‘11- Quality Improvement Plan component will go live in the system. Using the Self-Assessment results to identify areas for potential improvement, you will work with Great Start to Quality staff to develop a structured plan to improve the quality of your program over the course of the following year. The system will allow you to monitor your progress toward your quality improvement goals, tracking any corresponding changes to your Star Level ratings.
